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MOST MiFi Device Application Summer and 2025 Criteria

MiFi devices are available to individuals accepted to participate in this project by the MOST program. The MiFi
devices are renewable for subsequent semesters provided the student criteria are maintained. Issuance of the
MiFi devices will be prioritized based on the order received.

1. Must be currently enrolled in and actively participating in classes only at Southwest.
2. Applicants must agree to work with their assigned Academic Advisor and a MOST Staff member for

the time they have use of the MiFi device. Failure to do so may make the applicant ineligible for
future use of the MiFi devices.

3. Full or part-time students are eligible to apply for a MiFi device.

4. After the initial award, awards may be renewed if the recipient maintains a minimum cumulative
2.0 GPA along with satisfactory participation (i.e., must not have any disciplinary history through
the Student Development Department).

5. May pursue any certificate or degree program.

6. Must demonstrate a strong desire to succeed and strictly adhere to the Code of Ethics used by the
MOST program.

7. Must submit a completed 3-paragraph essay explaining why they should receive the MiFi device.
8. All applicants must AGREE TO BE RESPONSIBLE for maintaining the safety of the device from loss,

negligent damage, or theft. Failure to do so may result in being charged for the replacement of the
device.

9. Project MOST is a grant-funded program, therefore, issuance of all MiFi devices is contingent
upon availability of funds.
